
To edit CMS-editable 
content.

Log in to Wix and click on 
Home in the left black 
menu. From here, click the 
blue Edit Site button and 
select Full Mode (default).



After you have clicked Full 
Mode (default) you will be 
directed to the Homepage. 
From here you can click on 
the small table icon in the 
left menu



Clicking this icon will open 
a slide out window. From 
here you need to click on 
Your Collections at the top 
of the page.



You will then see a list of 
all the CMS-editable 
sections. Just click on 
each one individually to 
edit.

This is the ATP Players editor. You only need to add a new player name 
and image and they will be automatically added to the website.

It is currently set to display in the order you add the players, i.e. a new 
player will always appear a the bottom. It is possible to override this 
behaviour by manually dragging and re-ordering the players.

Player images are 293 px wide x 380 px high.

This is the same for each of the three players sections.



The schedule section on 
the Tennis page is edited 
via individual CMS 
editors. Just click on 
each banner individually 
to replace the image.

The schedule page is 
also edited here.



Just click on the blue banner image icon to upload a new image and 
replace it. Banner images are 1080 px wide x 150 px high.



Simply overwrite the schedule date copy and click the closing X icon in 
the top right of the screen and it will automatically update.

Remember that after any change to the website you must always click 
the blue Publish button at the top right of the screen to commit the 
changes to live.



To edit non-CMS-editable 
content.

Log in to Wix and click on 
Home in the left black 
menu. From here, click the 
blue Edit Site button and 
select Content Mode



After you have clicked 
Content Mode you will be 
directed to the Homepage. 
From here you can click on 
individual sections and on 
the right side you will see 
all the editable text and 
image elements.



This is the second section 
on the Homepage. You can 
see that when clicked to 
select the content editing 
panel automatically 
appears on the right



This is the third section on the homepage. When click this section you 
can replace the first and second images for each of the verticals



Click on HOMEPAGE in the 
blue bar at the top of the 
screen to switch between 
other pages to edit



These are instructions on how to add and edit news articles  



Hover and click the 
CMS icon on the left 
side of the screen



Click on Your 
Collections



Click on News 
Articles



Next click + Add Item and add the news article content. 
You’ll need to add:
- Article title
- Article date
- Article image (1920 px wide x 1080 px high – 72dpi)
- Article text



Click inside each field to add or edit the content. The Article Text field is 
a rich-text editor meaning you can style the text to be bold, italicized, 
as a bullet list or add links. The overall text style should be set to P1.

NB. You can only add text to an article which matches the requirements 
of the existing site. 



Articles are set to automatically be added to the 
website and displayed in order of newest to oldest. 
Regardless of what order you add new articles to the 
bottom of the list, it is the Date field that will define 
where they appear on the site.



This Latest News section is automatically updated as new news articles are 
added. It will show 3 article tiles per row
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
